SAN DIEGO (May 13, 2010) – Mama’s Kitchen, celebrating its 20th Anniversary this year, today announced that its Mama’s Day 2010 annual fundraising event, held last week at the Hyatt Regency La Jolla Aventine, was the most successful on record. Nearly 1,000 attendees, including more than 70 of the region’s top restaurants and chefs, volunteers and staff, helped raise a record-breaking fundraising amount that netted over $168,000 and will help provide nearly 60,000 meals for Mama’s Kitchen’s clients. Mama’s Kitchen is the only non-profit in San Diego that prepares and delivers three meals a day to individuals in San Diego living with AIDS/HIV or cancer at no charge.
“Mama’s Day is always an event where San Diego’s most philanthropic partygoers come to see and be seen. But the true purpose of the event is to support Mama’s Kitchen and the wonderful things that we do,” says Alberto Cortés, executive director of Mama’s Kitchen. “This year was over-the-top, and we can’t thank the community enough for coming out and showing its support. A special appreciation goes out to our sponsors, volunteers, dedicated staff and the participating restaurants. We couldn’t have done it without you.” 

The poolside extravaganza is one of San Diego’s most popular social and culinary events all year, featuring approximately 70 of San Diego’s top restaurants and chefs, two premium wine vaults, entertainment and a silent auction. Additional highlights included culinary host Sam “The Cooking Guy” Zien, emcee and former NBC 7/39 anchor Vic Salazar, an exclusive VIP reception, and high-end bidding wars for highly sought after silent auction items and opportunity drawing prizes, including a dinner and drinks for 6 with Sam the Cooking Guy at his studio, a 20-person fully catered Sycuan Sky Box at an upcoming Padres game, and a luxury vacation in Cabo San Lucas.

Mama’s Kitchen was founded in 1990 when volunteers from the AIDS Assistance Fund, a food bank for people with AIDS, discovered that many of their clients were becoming too ill to take care of themselves. They realized that a reliable home meal delivery service was needed to ensure that these individuals would continue to receive nutritious food. In 2006, the organization expanded its service to San Diegans affected by either AIDS or cancer.
